Division Placement/Rosters:
Please register in the division that best fits your group...Two things that we need to make VERY clear regarding rosters from our MCH rules. First, a team can obviously play up, but players CANNOT BE ON ANY ROSTER BELOW GRADE LEVEL. Second, and just as important, if a player is on any D1 roster, that player IS NOT ELIGIBLE for D2 rosters. The separation is in place to create great match-ups and it has worked incredibly well. Our tournament scores are by far the closest of any that our teams attend. While we absolutely do not care who wins, we work hard to ensure that the kids are getting the best game experience they can! 
We have division 1 and division 2 offerings for tournaments. To be clear, playing in an "upper" or "top" grade level in our league does not necessarily translate to being a division 1 tourney team. If a team has won a division 2 tournament in the past, they MAY be required to register for division 1, at least for the next offering. These decisions are made on a case by case basis…a team winning the championship by 30 points will obviously be required to move to division 1, but one winning a tournament with a 4-1 record and four games decided by six points or less would not. The reality is that it is VERY rare that a d2 team wins one of our combo division tournaments. As a matter of fact, it has only happened FOUR times in nearly a hundred combo divisions over the last two years! In those four instances, there was only one occasion where a division 2 won a championship game by more than points. 
PLEASE NOTE: Teams winning a division 2 tournament at their grade level ARE NOT automatically qualified for state. To qualify for state via MC Hoops, you MUST register as division 1.
Regarding how we combine divisions: The first and obvious placement option is for each offering to have their own division. In the event that an offering is not at an optimal number of teams (6+), the following division combinations are made:
· division 1 teams will play against other division 1 teams at grade level and combine with division 2 teams from the grade level above
· division 2 teams will play against other division 2 teams at grade level and combine with division 1 teams from the grade level below
· for any other combo divisions, we will contact coaches directly to see if there are any fits for the team
Our division setup has worked in that we have excellent competition and it is rare where there are huge margins of victory. We have attended/observed MANY other tournaments, but the competitiveness of the games we line up is unmatched.
